
Adare is one of Ireland's prettiest village and owes its
reputation to its setting in the woods among rich quiet
farmlands by the River Maigue that runs through
Ireland's Golden Vale. Thatched cottages line the
broad street. With the town's quality restaurants and
pubs, its three ruined abbeys, its plentiful fishing areas,
Adare draws overseas and Irish tourists alike.

Adare dates from the time of the Norman conquest of
Ireland and the village owes its current streetscape to its
status as a model estate village developed by the third
Earl of Dunraven In the mid 19th century. Adare has
superb accommodation and activity options include
golf, angling on the River Maigue and a noted horse
riding centre, Clonshire Equestrian and Polo Centre
on the edge of the village has the second biggest indoor
arena in the country as well as 120 acres of rolling
parkland. 

Development of the village from the 12th century is
traced in the Adare Heritage and Visitor Centre in the
village, which includes a Tourist Information Centre.
