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The word 'whiskey' (or whisky) comes from the Gaelic uisce beatha, meaning water of life. Irish
whiskey was one of the earliest distilled drinks in Europe, arising around the 12th century. Irish
monks brought the technique of distilling perfumes back to Ireland from their travels around
1000 A.D. The Irish then modified this technique to obtain a drinkable spirit. The Old Bushmills
Distillery claims to be the oldest surviving licenced distillery in the world . A statute introduced
in the late 16th century introduced a vice Regal license for the manufacture of whiskey.

In the early twentieth century Irish whiskey was the most popular whiskey in the United States,
however prohibition greatly upset the export market and forced many distilleries to close. The
Irish War of Independence and subsequent civil war also made exporting whiskey difficult.

By the 1960s there were only a handful of remaining distilleries in Ireland, and in 1966 they
amalgamated under the name of Irish Distillers to combine their resources. By the mid-1970s
there were only two distilleries in Ireland, New Midleton and Bushmills. Since the early 1990s
Irish whiskey has undergone a major resurgence and has for over 20 years been the fastest
growing spirit in the world.

SCOTTISH WHISKY

Scottish whisky is renowned both for its single malt and its blended whiskies. A single malt whisky is a
product of a single distillery made using a local source of water and malted barley, aged for at least 3 years
in oak barrels, and of an alcoholic strength of at least 40% vol. The great strength of Scottish single maltsis
that it often reflects perfectly its environment. For example, Islay and island malts often bear the briny
imprint of maturation in warehouses close to cold northern seas, whereas the softness and smoothness of
lowland malts reflect the gentler climate of southern Scotland.

Blended Scotch is a product of blending malts and grain whisky from different distilleries. The aim is to
produce a smooth, easy to enjoy whisky for both drinking and in some cases mixing.

The production of Scotch whisky can be broken down into seven key stages commonly known as the
“seven steps to heaven” - Malting (converting starch into sugar), Kilning ( stopping the conversion), Milling
(grinding the barley), Mashing(extracting the sugar from the barley), Fermentation (turning the sugar into
alcohol), Distillation (tuming the alcohol into high proof spirit), Maturation (turning the spiritinto whisky).
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THE FIVE SINGLE MALT REGIONS OF SCOTLAND

The Lowlands region lies south of an imaginary line drawn from

the Clyde estuary to the Tay estuary. It can claim only three working
distilleries. Whiskies from the Lowlands tend to be soft and light in
character. They often display very malty, grassy characteristics and
subtle delicate aromas.

The Highlands The region includes most of the rest of Scotland,

with the exception of the Island of Islay and Campbeltown, and thus

its malts vary greatly in character. Generalisations about the §_=
Highland region are less valid, as its whiskies will range from dry to =
sweet and some even have a touch of smoke and peat,

Speyside This small area of land located to the north west of
Aberdeen produces mellow, sweet, and particularly fruity malt
whiskies.

Islay Located in the Inner Hebrides, the small Island of Islay is often
called 'Whisky Island' given its concentration of eight distilleries. The
island produces very distinct malts, generally heavily peated and
smoky in taste.

Campbeltown Whiskies from the town tend to have a little peat
and salt to them, and are generally medium to full bodied.
